Mr. Bob Verghese 

from South India Baptist Bible College, 

Coimbatore, will be the special speaker.  We 

have four graduating with a Bachelor‘s 

degree, and four with a Master of Divinity 

degree. It is our prayer that these graduating 

students will be the committed servants of 

God in whatever position God places them. 

We have an urgent need for a new bore well 

on the college premises for water. The 

present well is dried up. We are praying for $1000 for the well. Would you please pray for this need! 

God is been so good in helping us with the financial needs in construction of various church buildings. The 

church building in Rakasipet, is almost completed. The Church has already started using the new building, 

but the building is not officially dedicated yet. The other 

church buildings – Narsingi, Srinivasa Puram, 

Karakkayala Gudem, Narsampally, Banjara Thanda and 

Suddapally are seeing great progress in their 

construction. Please pray these buildings will be finished 

soon, and see what the Lord would have you to do to 

help us with these projects.

We prayed about it and gave a token amount for the apartment, and 

we are praying for $25,000 for a down payment. We have secured a loan of about $32,000, for which we 

are thankful to God. Please pray for this need. 

Your prayers and support for us 

are a great blessing. We deeply appreciate your heart for India. Please continue to pray for us and the 

souls in India.  The opposition towards the Gospel is increasing day by day. Please pray that the Lord would 

give us courage to withstand the opposition and preach Christ boldly in this needy land.
